6. Quilts and wall hangings will not be accepted without a rod pocket 
7. All exhibits must be delivered to the Showgrounds on delivery date. NO 

early or late nominations or deliveries will be accepted. 
8. Exhibits will not be available for collection by exhibitor prior to 

Saturday, 15 June 2024. Exhibits can be collected from staff in the 
James Lawrence Pavilion on Saturday, 15 June from 8.00am to 
12.00pm. The stub of the Exhibitor Card must be retained and 
presented for easy identification.  

9. No Responsibility will be taken for any exhibits left at the Showgrounds 
more than 24 hours after the end of the Show. 

10. All prize money will be paid via cash payment at the Show Office during
